When do we get financial aid: Sometime during the week before school starts  
 
What is Verification: Randomly selected students have to verify their financial 
information provided on their FAFSA

Additional scholarships or other types of funding WILL affect your financial aid amounts  
 
Satisfactory Academic Progress: Ph.D. (w/master’s) & Master’s students have 5 yrs or 10 
semesters to finish; Ph.D. (w/o master’s) have 7 yrs or 14 semesters to finish and have 
financial aid. MESSAGE = There is a limit on number of semesters you can qualify for 
financial aid!
